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Materials:  2òx 8òx10ô ï 2 

  2ò x 4ò x 8ô - 3 

  Screws 

  Angle brackets to support planters  

  1ò x 6ò Lumber for planters 

  Landscape fabric 

  Soil 

 

 

Cut each 2ò x 8òx 10ô each into a 4ô length and a 6ô length. 

 

Laying the pieces on edge, form a rectangle with a 6ô piece on the top and bottom, and a 4ô piece on each side. Screw 

together. Cut a 2ò x 4ò to a 46ò length. Insert in the middle of the frame and screw in place (center support). 

 

Make the stand: Cut one 2ò x 4òx 8ô to two 4ô lengths. Stand the wall frame on the 4ô pieces, centering the stand, with 

one 4ô piece at each end. Screw in to place. Cut one 2òx 4òx 8ô into 4 pieces, then cut a 45 degree angle on one end of 

each. Screw the angled pieces to the 4ô length, 16ò from the end, and to the frame at an angle. 

 

Cut the 1òx 6ò lumber to the length to fit between the supports. Place at an angle and secure in place with angle brackets. 

Make as many as you desire. Lay landscape fabric in each to prevent soil from falling through any cracks. Fill planters 

with soil and plant. 

 

Finished size 4ôhigh x 6ôlong  x 8ò deep. 
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
