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Materials:  2òx 8òx10ô ï 2 

  2ò x 4ò x 8ô - 3 

  Screws, washers 

  Electrical staples 

  Wire, mesh or fencing 

  Sphagnum peat moss 

  Soil 

 

Cut each 2ò x 8òx 10ô each into a 4ô length and a 6ô length. 

 

Laying the pieces on edge, form a rectangle with a 6ô piece on the top and bottom, and a 4ô piece on each side. Screw 

together. Cut a 2ò x 4ò to a 46ò length. Insert in the middle of the frame and screw in place (center support). 

 

With the frame laying flat on the ground, place the wire, wire mesh or fencing on covering the open area completely. 

Secure on outer edges with electrical staples. Flip the frame and repeat placing wire on other side. Place the wire, wire 

mesh or fencing on covering the open area completely. Secure along one 6ô side and part way up the 4ô sides with 

electric staples. Cut wire in 10ò sections. Attach wire from front to back randomly on frame. This will prevent the wire 

from bulging when filled with soil. 

 

Make the stand: Cut one 2ò x 4òx 8ô to two 4ô lengths. Stand the wall frame on the 4ô pieces, centering the stand, with 

one 4ô piece at each end. Screw in to place. Cut one 2òx 4òx 8ô into 4 pieces, then cut a 45 degree angle on one end of 

each. Screw the angled pieces to the 4ô length, 16ò from the end, and to the frame at an angle. 

 

Place the frame on itôs side. Lay sphagnum moss to a depth of İò - 1ò on the inside of the bottom wire frame, 

completely covering the wire. Fill with 6ò-7ò of soil. Top with İò - 1ò of sphagnum peat moss. Close the wire (wire 

mesh or fencing) over the soil and peat and secure with screw and washers. (This will allow you to open the wire to refill 

with soil or moss at a later date if needed). 

Stand upright. Plant 

through the peat 

moss into the soil. 

Plant on one or both 

sides.
